We offer a guided walk to the
ancient hill fort on the top of Caer
Drewyn, as well as detailed guides for
walks that you may want to explore on
your own or in a small group. We also
offer excursions to the Pontcysyllte
Aqueduct (a world heritage site) and
the market town of Llangollen.

Food and Drink

All onsite meals and refreshments are
part of the package. The optional mov-
ie night includes popcorn and a choice
of a hot or cold drink, and if you ever
want an extra tipple you can purchase
more from our licensed bar which is
open every evening too.

Itinerary

On arrival, check into your room and settle in. At an agreed time we will all convene
in one of our lounges for a housekeeping meeting and tour of the grounds, before
sitting down to enjoy a hearty welcome meal.
